This form, must be read, signed, and handed in to a local promoter or mailed in if  entering by mail

If  you forget to do so by entering Challenge Competition you agree to abide by all listed in this form by your action of  competing.

NOTE:  ADE refers to American Dream Enterprises

(1)	 Any female 18 or older, except those involved with the running of  any challenges, sponsors (locally and nationally)and their immediate families, may enter. Entries 
between 16 & 18 years of  age need parents or guardians consent. Void where prohibited by law, Federal, State and local regulations applicable. No purchase necessary to 
enter. Federal, State, and local taxes on prizes, if  any, are the responsibilty of  the winner. Winners may be required to execute further documents, including name and likeness 
releases. Personal appearances on the part of  the winner may be required. Prizes are non- transferable, and non redeemable for cash.

(2)	 In consideration winners gives (ADE) and its sponsors the right to use their name and likeness for advertising, promotional purposes, and other materials so 
produced. They agree to abide by all rules and regulations or all rights to prizes, ect. will be forfeighted.

(3)	 ADE representatives reserve the right for final selection of  winners when scores are tied. Any contestant aquainted with any judge or who breaks any of the 
rules listed on this entry form can be disqualified at any time even after winning an event. Only world headquarters in Florida can officiallydisqualify a contestant 
from an american or world finals.

(4)	 The Calendar Girl Challenge is owned and operated by American Dream Enterprises. Sponsors of  this event do not own or operate it. It is understood that they are 
not liable in any matter or form for the structure of  runningor any said events whose sole responsibility is that of  the licensees and ADE. Contestants agree to hold these 
companies plus all sponsors harmless in any form or manner reguarding any Challenges upon the signing of  this document and/or entering any Calendar Girl Competition.

(5)	 There is no obligation for contestants to attend functions except Challenge cmpetitions unless they choose to do so.�
(6)	 All male judges must be 25 years of  age or older, female judges must be 21 years or older. (If  you know of any judge to be younger contact Challenge 
Headquarters even if  the contest has been completed.)

(7)	 Contestants agree not to hold ADE and its sponsors liable in any form or manner for any lliabilty or situation arising out of  any Calendar Girl Challenge competition 
or actions of  any person hired by those running these events since they are operated by licensees of  the program and have agreed to the same.
(8)	 No G-string, T-back bathing suits or overly revealing clothes may be worn during competition. You can be disqualified by the Challenge Headquarters even after you 
have won locally if  we find that overly revealing clothing was worn.

(9)	 Regional Winners:  First place winners at regional events (a Regional Finals is a competition where the winner goes on to an American Series Finals), if  
advertised will receive a free plane ticket to the American Series Finals which will be paid for by your local promotor or radio station, I agree to work out flight arrangements 
no later than five weeks prior to my competition event or my ticket eill be forfeighted. In addition a room, to be shared by, another contestant will be paid for by the Challenge 
comittee. However, the entry fee, all phone and other such costs are the contestant's own responsibility and not that of  the local promoter or Challenge. The Challenge is not 
liable for transportation to events unless written authorization is sent by the Challenge Headquarters in Florida

(10)	 Mail Winners Or First Runner at Regionals: Are eligible to attend an American Series Finals competition. A room and room taxes with other contestants and 
certain meals are paid for by the Challenge. Transportation, entry fee and other costs are the resposibility of  the contestant and not that of  the local promoter of  Challenge.

(11)	 Winners at American Series Finals: All winners at an American Series Final will advance to the World Finals. Again a room, shared by another contestant, will be 
paid for by the Challenge. Entry fee, transportation, phone and other such expenses are the responsibity of  the contestant and not that of  the local promotor or the 
Challenge.

(12)	 If I win a free ticket and do not attend the event designated, my ticket will be forfeited. But I can compete at another American Series.
